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An Emmaus Community is a hostel for
homeless people.

Formerly homeless people who live in an
Emmaus Community are called Companions.

Companions agree to work full time in their
Community.

They are allowed to drink alcohol in their
Community.

They can stay in their Community for a
maximum of 6 months.

Emmaus is a religious organisation.

Emmaus Communities aim to become self
sufficient and eventually make a profit
through their recycling business.

Emmaus Companions do not receive job -
seekers allowance (unemployment benefit).
